Clarifying Ordinance No. 592; and  

 
WHEREAS, said proposed Ordinance was erroneously given Ordin ance No. 593 

and was further not scheduled for a public hearing;  and 
 
WHEREAS, the error occurred during the absence of the Borou gh Clerk and 



Deputy Clerk; and 
 
WHEREAS, Borough Council intends upon correcting the error by 

reintroducing the Ordinance to Amend Ordinance No. 592 and scheduling a 
public hearing therefore. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the Borough of Buena 

that Paragraph 1A of Ordinance No. 592 shall be ame nded as follows: 
 
1. Creation of Office. 
 
 A. The Office of Borough Administrator is hereby e stablished 

pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:9-136, et seq.  Said posit ion to be part-time 
position of not more than a gross number of hours e qual to a calculation 
based upon 10 hours per week times the total number  of weeks in the calendar 
year of service.  The hours shall be flex to be use d in the discretion of the 
Administrator, unless otherwise directed by the May or.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF BUENA, NEW JERSEY 

(not less than two-thirds of all members thereof af firmatively concurring) AS 

FOLLOWS: 

 Section 1. The several improvements described in S ection 3 of 

this bond ordinance are hereby respectively authori zed to be undertaken by 

the Borough of Buena, New Jersey (the “Borough”) as  general improvements.  

For the several improvements or purposes described in Section 3, there are 

hereby appropriated the respective sums of money th erein stated as the 

appropriation made for each improvement or purpose,  such sums amounting in 

the aggregate to $428,300, including the aggregate sum of $21,300 as the 

several down payments for the improvements or purpo ses required by the Local 

Bond Law.  The down payments have been made availab le by virtue of provision 

for down payment or for capital improvement purpose s in one or more 

previously adopted budgets. 

 Section 2.   In order to finance the cost of the s everal 

improvements or purposes, negotiable bonds are here by authorized to be issued 

in the principal amount of $406,935 pursuant to the  Local Bond Law.  In 



anticipation of the issuance of the bonds, negotiab le bond anticipation notes 

are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to, and  within the limitations 

prescribed by, the Local Bond Law. 

 Section 3.   The several improvements hereby autho rized and the 

several purposes for which the bonds are to be issu ed, the estimated cost of 

each improvement and the appropriation therefor, th e estimated maximum amount 

of bonds or notes to be issued for each improvement  and the period of 

usefulness of each improvement are as follows:

 Section 4.   All bond anticipation notes issued he reunder shall 

mature at such times as may be determined by the Ch ief Financial Officer; 

provided that no note shall mature later than one y ear from its date.  The 

notes shall bear interest at such rate or rates and  be in such form as may be 

determined by the Chief Financial Officer.  The Chi ef Financial Officer shall 

determine all matters in connection with notes issu ed pursuant to this bond 

ordinance, and the Chief Financial Officer’s signat ure upon the notes shall 

be conclusive evidence as to all such determination s.  All notes issued 

hereunder may be renewed from time to time subject to the provisions of 

N.J.S.A. 40A:2-8.1.  The Chief Financial Officer is  hereby authorized to sell 

part or all of the notes from time to time at publi c or private sale and to 

deliver them to the purchasers thereof upon receipt  of payment of the 

purchase price plus accrued interest from their dat es to the date of delivery 

thereof.  The Chief Financial Officer is directed t o report in writing to the 

governing body at the meeting next succeeding the d ate when any sale or 

delivery of the notes pursuant to this bond ordinan ce is made.  Such report 

must include the amount, the description, the inter est rate and the maturity 

schedule of the notes sold, the price obtained and the names of the 

purchasers. 

 Section 5.   The capital budget of the Borough is hereby amended 

to conform with the provisions of this bond ordinan ce to the extent of any 

inconsistency herewith. 

 Section 6.  The following additional matters are h ereby 

determined, declared, recited and stated: 

 (a) The purposes described in Section 3 of this bo nd ordinance are 

not current expenses.  They are all improvements th at the Borough may 

lawfully undertake as general improvements, and no part of the costs thereof 



has been or shall be specially assessed on property  specially benefited 

thereby. 

 (b) The average period of usefulness, computed on the basis of the 

respective amounts of obligations authorized for ea ch purpose and the 

reasonable life thereof within the limitations of t he Local Bond Law, is 8.91 

years. 

 (c) The Supplemental Debt Statement required by th e Local Bond Law 

has been duly prepared and filed in the office of t he Clerk, and submitted to 

the office of the Director of the Division of Local  Government Services in 

the Department of Community Affairs of the State of  New Jersey.  Such 

statement shows that the gross debt of the Borough as defined in the Local 

Bond Law is increased by the authorization of the b onds and notes provided in 

this bond ordinance by $407,000, and the obligation s authorized herein will 

be within all debt limitations prescribed by that L aw. 

 (d) An aggregate amount not exceeding $40,000 for items of expense 

listed in and permitted under N.J.S.A. 40A:2-20 is included in the estimated 

costs indicated herein for the purposes or improvem ents. 

 Section 7.   The full faith and credit of the Boro ugh are hereby 

pledged to the punctual payment of the principal of  and the interest on the 

obligations authorized by this bond ordinance.  The  obligations shall be 

direct, unlimited obligations of the Borough, and t he Borough shall be 

obligated to levy ad valorem taxes upon all the tax able real property within 

the Borough for the payment of the obligations and the interest thereon 

without limitation of rate or amount. 

 Section 8.   This bond ordinance shall take effect  20 days after 

the first publication thereof after final adoption,  as provided by the Local 

Bond Law. 

 
Councilman Marolda was opposed to the adoption of t his ordinance.  The 
Councilman is of the opinion that grant funds shoul d be sought and used to 
offset the cost instead of borrowing.

(Einhorn) received final site plan approval for a m ajor subdivision of Block 
207, Lot 63, creating 21 lots for the construction of single family homes 
with one lot utilized for a pumping station to be d edicated to the Buena 
Borough Municipal Utilities Authority (BBMUA), said  approval being 
memorialized in Resolution No. 2003-20 of the Land Use Board of the Borough 
of Buena; and  
 

WHEREAS, as a condition of approval, Einhorn was to  post a Performance 
Bond to assure the completion of all site improveme nts required in accordance 
with Resolution 2003-20; and 

 
WHEREAS, Einhorn posted a Surety Bond with First In demnity of America 

Insurance Company (First Indemnity) in the amount o f $727,200.00 as required 
dated June 2, 2006, bearing Bond No. S92171; and 

 
WHEREAS, subsequent to the completion of three (3) single family homes 

and during the construction of a fourth (4 th ), Einhorn discontinued 
construction of said homes and has discontinued the  completion of required 
site plan improvements and further has failed to de dicate Block 207, Lot 62 
to the BBMUA; and 

 
WHEREAS, the Borough Engineer has submitted a state ment of uncompleted 

site improvements including street lighting and roa d improvements which poses 
a public safety issue for the residents of Minotola  Estates; and 

 
WHEREAS, First Indemnity Bond S92171 requires the m unicipal governing 

body notify Einhorn and First Indemnity of the even t of default so as to 
provide First Indemnity the right to complete the w ork should same be 
necessary.
